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Ex-Dean Martin 1969 Cadillac Eldora-
do Custom Sport Wagon (photo via 
Donington Auctions) 
Before the Escalade, several companies 
offered coachbuilt Cadillac wagons to 
cater to wealthy car buyers looking for 
added utility. American Sunroof Corpora-
tion (ASC) offered its own Eldorado sta-
tion wagon in the early 1970s, while Tra-
ditional Coach Works Company had the 
Castillian Estate Wagon, based on the 
Fleetwood Sixty Special Brougham se-
dan. These conversions were expensive, 
though, so only a handful of each were 
made. The Dean Martin Eldorado was 

exported to Australia by an enthusiast with a penchant for American cars, but was later sold and neglect-
ed, according to the auction listing. Consequently, while it still runs, it needs some mechanical and cosmet-
ic work. The estimate is between $25,000 and $35,000, in Australian dollars. That translates to between 
$16,350 and $22,900 at current exchange rates.

Restored Cadillac Limo Is, Once Again, The Longest Car In The World: Video BY SAM MCEACHERN — MAR 14, 2022

If some of these names sound familiar, check out Hollywood Cars and Liberace Garage here in Las 
Vegas!  
 
The comedically long Cadillac limo originally built by Hollywood car customizer Jay Ohrberg has 
once again staked its claim as the world’s longest vehicle after a lengthy two-and-a-half-year resto-
ration process. Michael Manning, the president and director of Autoseum in Mineola, New York, 
purchased this 100-foot-long Cadillac limo roughly eight years ago after he found it rotting away be-
hind a building somewhere in New Jersey. The limo in the 1990s was dubbed ‘The American 
Dream’ by Ohrberg. It featured amenities like a hot tub and a helipad.  
 
After winning the limo in an auction, Manning teamed up with Mike Dezer, owner of Florida-based 
car museum and tourist attraction Dezerland, to have the vehicle restored. While the vehicle utilizes 
the actual frames from six different Cadillac Eldorados, the extended middle section is a custom-
made ladder frame that required various repairs and reinforcement. The Guinness Book of World 
Records re-measuring the recently restored Cadillac limo and re-certifying it as the world’s longest 
vehicle at 100 feet and 1.5 inches long. Check out the Guinness World Records video on the newly 
restored Great American Dream limousine in the source link above.
